DETAILED FULL ITINERARY.

DAY 1 — ARRIVAL IN NAIROBI/SAMBURU NATIONAL PARK L, D.

Upon arrival at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport with meet & greet by our representative/pick up
from your Nairobi Hotel, you will meet your driver guide for safari briefing, drive to Samburu National
Park. Arrive, check-in and lunch at your Lodge. Afternoon game drives. Spend the next two nights at the
camp/Lodge booked on full board basis.

Ashnil Samburu Camp; sits in Buffalo Springs Game Reserve which takes its name from an oasis of
crystal-clear water at the western end of the reserve. It is separated from Samburu National Reserve by
Ewaso Nyiro River and is less hilly and dense yet very attractive. There are a total number of 30 luxury
tents; 18 doubles, 9 with twin beds and 3 with triple beds. Each of the exclusive comfortable deluxe
tents provides a perfect view of the Ewaso Nyiro River and the beautiful surrounding landscape. Every
spacious tent consists of a dressing area, sitting area, luggage rack and en-suite facilities to provide a
memorable stay close to nature.

DAY 4 — Ol PEJETA CONSERVANCY/LAKE NAKURU NATIONAL PARK B, L, D.

Breakfast at your camp and check out, drive to Lake Nakuru National Park to arrive in time for lunch at
your camp, afternoon at leisure with game drive in the park, later return to your lodge for dinner and
overnight.

The Park is also renowned for its populations
of rare black rhinos, white rhinos and Rothschild giraffes. Predators including lions, leopards and
cheetahs are also present and seen with reasonable regularity.

Breakfast at your lodge and check out, drive to Lake Bogoria Scenic Park to arrive in time for lunch at
your Resort, afternoon at leisure with afternoon visit to the hot springs, later return to your lodge for
dinner and overnight.

DAY 6 — LAKE BOGORIA SCENIC PARK/LAKE NAIVASHA B, L, D.

Breakfast at your Resort, check out and drive to Lake Naivasha arrive for lunch in Naivasha, leisure at
your lodge, afternoon boat ride and Crescent Island visit, return for dinner and overnight.

At our Lounge and Reception, we provide different table
games, billiard and even open-air cinema to watch movies or cartoons in the evening time. And don't
forget about the swimming pool - it's at your service through all seasons at Loyk.

DAY 9: MASAI MARA: B, L, D.
One full day spent in the Mara Triangle Reserve with morning and afternoon game drives. Elephant and
Buffalo abound in the riverine forests, while out on the grasslands Impala and Thompson's gazelle can
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be seen together with their attendant predators such as lion, Cheetah, Hyena and Jackal. The Mara is, in
fact, the northern part of the Serengeti ecosystem and plays host to the vast herds of migratory
wildebeest and zebra during the months of July to October. Lesser-known species such as topi,
hartebeest, waterbuck Eland and many small mammals create a kaleidoscopic picture of wildlife. All
meals and overnight stay will be at Mara Sopa Lodge/Pride Inn Mara/Mara Loyk Camp.
